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Gallery Description:  The Schreiber Bird Hall features three walk through habitats and 27 interactive stations on bird biology.  In the 

Bird Hall students can explore flight mechanics, anatomy of birds, adaptations and behavior, how the nests birds build are 

characteristic for their species, how the American Condor was saved from extinction, conservation and preservation of marshes, and 

rainforests.

 Gather students in front of the display, “Life in the Fast Lane.”

 Ask students read the signage and discuss when italic words and bold words are used. 
Ask students, “Who do you think decides what information is shared in specific signs?”  “How do you think 
they decide what information to share?”  

 

VAPA Activities 

 Have students pretend they are flying like a bird over Los Angeles.  Ask, “What would they see?”
